Module 1: Basic Emcomm Techniques (Level 1: 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,12,13,14,15,16,17,19,22; Level 2: 21) 1 day

Module 2: Message Handling (Level 1: 8,9, ICS213/HICS213, WebEOC; Level 2: 7,8)  0.5 day including hands-on exercise

Module 3: Net Etiquette (Level 1: 10,15,16) including hands-on exercises, 3 hours
Module 4: ICS (Level 1: 11; Recommend FEMA online course)

Module 5: Advanced Equipment for Emcomm (Level 1: 16,18,21,22,23; Level 2: 19; Level 3: 22)  0.5 day (plus time for demonstrations)

Module 12: SKYWARN/Severe Weather Nets (Level 2: 15) 2 hours

Module 13: Exercise and Drill Design (Level 2: 16, 17 and FEMA) 0.5 day including design of an exercise

Module 14: Public Service Communications (Level 2: 18) 2 hours
Certificate is given upon successful completion of each module. Completion of Level 1 plus Modules 10-14 allow student to take ARRL Emcomm Level 2 Exam. A review session would be held prior to the ARRL Emcomm Level 2 exam.

ARRL Level 3 Curriculum: Emcomm Leadership (8 hours of training)

Module 15: Emcomm Leadership (all Level 3 lessons except 21, 22) 1 day

Completion of Level 1 and 2 plus Module 15 allows student to take ARRL Emcomm Level 3 Exam.
